Selection Procedure

Nominations should be submitted to CII Funded Studies Project Manager Kristi Delaney, who will forward them to the Outstanding CII Graduate Research Assistant Award panel of judges. This panel will be composed of the following:

· three members of the Funded Studies Committee (one owner, one contractor, one academic)
· one of the Funded Studies Committee team sponsors

· CII's Associate Director, Funded Studies Committee (Chair of the panel).
The panel will select the recipient in accordance with the award criteria. The CII Funded Studies Committee will confirm the selection. This Award will be presented to the individual at the Annual Conference.

In general, this award will be given to one individual at a time for a single research effort; however, in the case of a team with more than one graduate student assistant, it may be awarded to more than one individual. This is a highly selective award and is not an annual award; it will only be awarded when a viable candidate has been identified.
